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USA HOMELESSNESS SUMMARY 2020 
> Overall homelessness in 2020 

was only 10% lower than it was in 
2007

> Individual homelessness in 2020 
was only 1% lower than it was in 
2007

> The unsheltered population has 
risen 30% since 2015, nearly 
erasing a decade of work

> 209,000 individuals (not living in 
families with children) were 
unsheltered in 2020. This is a 
record high number.
