William worked in his father’s lumber and oatmeal mill in Carbo Scotland. He emigrated to Galt Ontario in 1872
at age 29 where he managed a livery stable and later an oatmeal mill. Jessie followed later and they were
married in 1875; two children followed — Robert and Agnes. In 1882 the mill burned and the family moved to
Dakota Territory, eventually settling in Grafton where he became the travelling superintendent of the Northwest
Elevator Company; Elizabeth was born in Grafton. When son Robert transferred to the University of Minnesota,
the family moved to Minneapolis, initially camping on Lake Calhoun. William retired in 1909 and moved to

Pasadena with the two girls.

Swift Family

The Swift Family has early roots in America, with William Swift emigrating from Boking England to Watertown
MA in 1634. His grandson Jireh (b. 1665) married Abigail Gibbs, a descendent of Richard Warren, a passenger on
the Mayflower, making her descendants eligible for the Society of Mayflower Descendants.

Six generations later, our story begins with George Earl Swift Sr., born in Boston. 1848. At age 13, George joined
the 3@ Minnesota Regiment at Fort Snelling — enlisting using his stepfather’s surname, Stringer. The unit was
captured during the First Battle Murfreesboro (July 13, 1862). In the aftermath, he was placed in Co. F, 69"
Ohio which took part in Sherman’s March to the Sea. Swift is quoted as saying sometimes a soldier carried “the
drum of a tired boy and on one or two occasions carried the boy himself for short distances when it just seemed
he couldn’t go on.” (The Minneapolis Journal, February 27, 1929).

He returned to Minneapolis where he married Carrie Axtell (b. 1857); she was descended from Henry Axtell who
served in the Revolutionary War, making descendants eligible for Sons or Daughters of the American Revolution.
He was a professional musician until 1885 when he became a druggist — owning drugstores in Minneapolis,
Osseo, and Robbinsdale until 1915. Later he moved to south Minneapolis where he died in 1936.

Robert graduated from ND High School (1891), then attended the University of North Dakota for three years,
before moving to the University of Minnesota to get a degree in Mechanical Engineering in 1897. He worked
several jobs before spending the summer of 1900 in Europe — visiting relatives in Scotland and attending the
Paris Exposition to learn more about the internal combustion engine. From 1900 he worked in a variety of
engine and automobile-related jobs, including automobile turntables that eliminated the need to back out of a
garage. He married Carrie Swift in 1903 and they promptly had two sons. In 1913, the family moved to
California, but they returned in 1918 when steel became unavailable because of WWI. He worked in Endicott NY
and Dayton OH for divisions of IBM, eventually moving into patent law. From 1926 until retirement in 1950 he

worked patents in New York City.

Married in 1941 in Minneapolis. Bob had a Mechanical Engineering degree from Cornell (1932) and came to
work for the Minneapolis Honeywell Regulator Company where Laura was working as a secretary. Laura was
trained at the Minneapolis (now Minnesota) School of Business. He got his law degree in night school from the
Minneapolis School of Law — now combined with the St. Paul School of Law to form William Mitchell. Admitted
to the Minnesota Bar in October 1942, with the exam having been waved because of the Japanese attack on
Pearl Harbor. Served in the Navy during WWII, notably on the Manhattan Project at the University of Chicago.
Left the Navy with Lieutenant Commander rank in January 1946. Returned to Minneapolis and Honeywell
where he worked at a patent attorney until his retirement in 1966.
